Sign up for one or more of the Committees listed below:

 Affiliates: This committee is made up of Affiliates.  Their activities include: finding ways to assist the REALTORS® & promoting their affiliate businesses. Meetings - approximately monthly.
 Budget & Finance: This committee prepares the annual budget and makes financial recommendations to the Board of Directors.  Meetings - annually.
 Bylaws:  Responsible for annual review of the Association’s Bylaws and recommends any revisions to the Board of Directors.  Meetings - annually.
 Education: This committee works with staff to plan the yearly education program.  Meetings – monthly.
 Equal Opportunity/Cultural Diversity:   This committee will design, promote and implement the Association’s programs in the areas of minority outreach, fair housing, affirmative marketing, fair lending practices, and cultural awareness. Meetings –approximately quarterly.

 Government Relations: This committee reviews local, state, and national political issues, plans candidate forums, and sometimes attends local community meetings. Meetings - monthly.
 Grievance: This committee reviews disciplinary complaints on an as needed basis and decides if they should be forwarded for a hearing.  Meetings – as needed (usually 1-2 times per year) 

 Housing Opportunity: This committee will examine government and market initiatives that will improve housing affordability in Humboldt     

        County.  Meetings – monthly.
 Human Resources: This committee works with the Executive Officer to review/set goals for all staff and to make recommendations to the Board of Directors regarding salary increases, training and bonuses.  Meetings - approximately twice a year.

 Member Services: This committee covers all areas of member services, public relations, special events such as fund-raisers, general membership meetings, and the annual Installation Dinner.  Meetings - monthly.

 Multiple Listing Service: This committee recommends approval of new MLS Participants, reviews the MLS system and recommends changes as well as recommends new equipment when necessary.  Meetings - monthly.

 Nominating: This committee recommends members as nominees for the BORPAC Trustees, for the Board of Directors, and State Directors.  Meetings - approximately twice a year.

 Professional Standards: This is a committee made up of members versed in the Code of Ethics and the rules for arbitration.  Members are asked to participate in hearing tribunals on an as needed basis; it is recommended that participants serve on the Grievance Committee prior to this committee.  Meetings - approximately twice a year and training required every two years.

 Public Relations:  This Committee will address current market conditions with prompt action when needed (i.e.  responses to negative press) – Meetings – when needed


The following are Sub-Committees of the Member Services and Government Relations Committees.

 Angel Committee: This committee assists HAR members during hardships brought on by unforeseen burdens. Responsible for distribution from the Angel Program fund. Meetings – approximately monthly.
 General Plan/Housing Element Sub-Committee: This committee monitors and initiates action regarding the Humboldt County General Plan Update.  Meetings -when needed.
 Golf Tournament Sub-Committee: Works on the HAR annual Golf Tournament, Dinner & Auction.  Meetings – monthly Mar-Sep.
 Recreation Sub-Committee: This committee organizes recreation type events for the entire membership.  Meetings – monthly.
 Relay for Life Sub-Committee: This committee organizes fund raisers and participates in the annual Relay for Life event.  Meetings – bi-   monthly from April through July. 

 Scholarship Sub-Committee: This committee evaluates and decides who will be awarded HAR scholarships. Meetings – two-three per year.
 Toys for Kids Sub-Committee: This committee organizes and raises money for our annual Toys for Kids toy drive.  Meetings –      

        approximately bi-monthly in October, November & December.
