INSPECTIONS

Both buyers and sellers have become more aware of the value of acquiring an independent home inspection conducted by a certified home inspector. Most purchase contracts now alert and often encourage buyers to acquire, at their expense, a home inspection report. Coupled with the seller's disclosures on the TDS, a home inspection report is likely to make a buyer aware of any and all aspects of the home which they wish to purchase. 

As real estate transactions have become more complicated, buyers will be made aware of the numerous disclosure issues and be offered the opportunity to acquire various inspections, including a home inspection (noted above), a pest control inspection, a roof inspection, etc. Buyers will have to depend upon their own observation of the prospective property to be purchased and determine the number and/or extent of inspections they wish to have done. The real estate representative can provide some guidance and additional information regarding this subject but the final decision as to which, if any, inspections are to be done rests with the buyer.
